She was one of the Directors of
Kumudini Welfare Trust (KWT) and
wife of late Barrister Shawkat Ali
Khan. All through her life she had
been an ardent follower of her father
R P Shaha and used to be involved in
all the welfare activities of KWT.

Her dead body was taken to her

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A historic photo exhibition entitled ‘War And Colo-
nies 1914-1918’ honouring three Bengali soldiers
including R P Shaha was held at Liberation War
Museum in Dhaka by the courtesy of Alliance Fran-
caise de Dhaka from 11 to 18 March 2014. These
three brave soldiers were Ranada Prasad Shaha from
Mirzapur, Tangail; Mahabubul Alam from Chit-
tagong and poet Kazi Nazrul Islam from Bardhwan.

All three of them were soldiers from 49 Bengal Regi-
ment. Ranada Prasad Shaha first joined the Bengal
Ambulance Corps in April 1915. He joined the 49
Bengal Regiment the next year. Mahabubul Alam
joined this regiment in July of 1917 followed by poet
Kazi Nazrul Islam in September of the same year.
These three were the first generation of Bengali
soldiers in the modern Army.

Liberation War Museum attracted a lot of interest
from the common people on the occasion of this
exhibition which highlighted the contribution of
Bengali soldiers in the First Great War (GW).

Mrs Srimati Shaha, the only daughter-in-law of
Saheed R P Shaha along with students and teachers
from Bharateswari Homes witnessed the exhibition
on the concluding day.
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
