Autism Awareness Day a seminar
was arranged at the Dr. BP Pati Hall
of Kumudini Women's Medical
College (KWMC) on 2 April 2015.
The seminar was presided over by
Principal of KWMC Prof Dr M A
Halim while Director of KWT
Principal Protiva Mutsuddy was the
chief guest. Among others the
seminar was attended by Academic
Adviser of KWMC Prof Dr M A
Jalil, Director of Kumudini Hospital
Dr Dulal Chandra Podder, Principal
of Bharateswari Homes Proitva
Halder and Health Project
Coordination of KWT Hasiba Hasan
Joya. Students and teachers from
educational institutions at Kumudini
Complex participated in the seminar.
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In the first part of the seminar the speakers discussed
on “Autism' in general while in the second part of the
seminar Kumudini's Mission and Vision on ~Autism
Care' were highlighted.

'Autism' is a bio-neurological disorder that is observed
in early childhood with symptoms of abnormal self-
absorption, characterized by lack of response to other
humans and by limited ability or disinclination to
communicate and socialize.

In Bangladesh around one in every hundred children
is autistic. In the United States it is around 68 in every
hundred. From the seminar it was learnt that chances
of a boy being autistic is three to four times more than
a girl.

Midwifery Training at
Kumudini Nursing School

A week long special midwifery training programme was
arranged at Kumudini Nursing School in January 2015. The
training was jointly conducted by US national Dr. Kalhleen
Baraica and Pakistani-American nurse Umme Amina. The
training was conducted from 8 to 14 January 2015.

[This historical article of Serajul Islam Choudhury on
Ranada Prasad Shaha was first published in the now
defunct "Pakistan Today" in October-1949. In this
issue of Kumudini Bulletin we reprint the article
without any alteration of the text and original pictures
for the readers of our new generation. We expect the
readers of Kumudini Bulletin will come to know what
noble and humanitarian deeds this great
philanthropist accomplished at Mirzapur, a remote
village of the then East Bengal, for the sake of public
welfare nearly 75 years ago! - Editorial Board, K.B.]

There have been and are many people on earth who
have earned tons of money only to spend them for the
gratification of their own selfish ends. But a few
people have there been or

people say so much about, I could not gauge in my
mind the truth of it all.

The opportunity to witness and judge for myself the
facts about Mr. Shaha and his deeds which I knew
only as heresy came to me quite unexpectedly. A
friend of mine, Mr. N. C. Shaha of Narayanganj who
has long intimacy with Mr. R. P. Shaha took me one
day along with him and introduced me to this great
son of fortune. He was then staying in his Greenboat
(Mirzapuri 3, a magnificent and well-equipped barge
which can be called a floating palace) at Sadarghat,
Dacca. I presented to him all the editions of "Pakistan
Today" dating from its inception, and before I could
say anything to him he said looking at the copies of
papers on the table before him, "Oh, you needn't speak

anything to me about this

are who have used their
wealth for the good and
well-being of mankind and
blessed indeed are they who
have been able to do so. Mr.
R. P. Shaha is one who
belongs to the second
category. And who is this R.
P. Shaha, one might enquire.
Well, to the average people
of Bengal his name is too
familiar to call for any
introduction. But, perhaps
many of the outsiders may
not have heard his name and
should therefore need some
introduction. He is a man
whom people should know,
and the best way to know
him is to see his magnificent

paper. I saw your paper at
Karachi and 1 have liked it
very much." "l thought," Mr.
Shaha went on musingly and
in a most affable voice "it is
published from Karachi, but
I'm glad to know it's coming
out from Dacca". After this he
dwelt upon a new problematic
topics of the day especially
those affecting the cultural and
industrial aspects of our life,
and "Pakistan Today" Mr.
Shaha said encouragingly "can
well serve these two vital sides
of our national life". I was
very greatly impressed by his
talks especially by the sincere
tone in which he spoke.
Middle-statured, of robust
build, simple in dress and

humanitarian deeds.

Mirzapur, his native place, and a village in the district
of Mymensingh (now in Tangail district) is the cradle
of his deeds, a mere sight of which will inspire
wonder and admiration even in the heart of the
greatest cynic. It is there one would realize how
money if properly used can create a heaven.

I had heard much of Mr. Shaha before as also of his
many benevolent deeds. But until I saw him
personally the other day and all that I had heard

manner, perfectly unassuming and without the least air
of wvanity which generally characterizes the
temperament of a rich business magnate like Mr.
Shaha, he will appear in the eyes of a common man as
an ordinary human being. But his extraordinary deeds
have added such a luster to his name that he shines
today as one of the most outstanding personalities of
our country. As I was going to take leave of him he
requested me to go to Mirzapur and visit the
"KUMUDINI HOSPITAL".
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I agreed immediately and most gladly. Below is a
short description of what I saw at Mirzapur.

Mirzupur is a village in the district of Mymensingh
(now in Tangail district) having no modern means of

S., FE. A. C. S. is the Superintendent of the hospital. Dr.
J. Seide, M. D., a German is the Physician-in- Charge.
There are 45 nurses altogether and 5 of them are
European. Mr. Shaha has been contemplating
extending it to a thousand bed hospital. I

have seen many a hospital in very big cities,
but what struck me as most extraordinary
about KUMUDINI HOSPITAL was its
spick-and-span cleanliness, its warm
pleasant homely atmosphere and its well-
ordered management, the brisk and smart
movement of the nurses and the very polite
and courteous manners of the doctors
speaking of their efficiency and proficiency
as medical men. I found very few beds
vacant in the hospital, and even the female
ward was packed to capacity. This is due to
the most careful and affectionate treatment
offered to all patients some of whom come
from very far-off places. It is a boon and
blessing to the poor countrymen who can ill

communication with the outside world. All the same,
it will be wrong to call it a village. The amenities of
modern life with which it is blessed will create
jealousy even in the heart of a city-dweller and this
has been made possible by the munificence of Mr. R.
P. Shaha.

The "KUMUDINI HOSPITAL" which is

afford treatment of their ailments in a city

hospital. The expenditure for the
maintenance of such a hospital must be of a gigantic
scale and all this is borne by the "KUMUDINI
WELFARE TRUST OF BENGAL LTD." which
yields an annual income of 50 lacs of rupees and of
which Mr. Shaha is the Managing Director.

When we imagine the amenities of a city life the first
object that flashes in our mind is electric light. Can

the greatest attraction of Mirzapur is really
a wonderful achievement of Mr. Shaha. It is
a perfect embodiment of Mr. Shaha's grand
conception of humanitarian service.
"KUMUDINI" was Mr. Shaha's mother and
the hospital bears her name proudly
proclaiming Mr. Shaha's devotion to his
mother. It is a three-storey magnificent
building built of excellent materials which
cost 2.5 crores of rupees. It has 300 beds
(presently 750 beds) furnished with all the
best equipments that a modern hospital can
possess, such as, Gas Anaesthetic Machines,
X-Ray, Infra-red and Ultra-Violet apparatus,
Electro-cardiogram and a Bacteriological
Laboratory. Some eminent surgeons and

physicians are among the staff of the
hospital.

anyone expect electric light in a village like Mirzapur?
No. But Mr. Shaha is a miracle man. He has made this
possible there too. He has set up a power house at
Mirzapur to supply light to his hospital which is
capable of illuminating several villages. So the
patients get all the amenities of a city hospital in this
village. One must forget half the pains of one's
ailments here where there is everything from medicine
to music (there is a Radio set for the diversion of the
patients fitted in every ward).

But the wonder does not end here. There is yet another
object of wonder to be mentioned which is no less
magnificent than the hospital. It is BHARATESWARI
HOME (situated very near the hospital), a three-storey
massive building furnished with one thousand beds
and all sorts of comfortable arrangements built at a
cost of more than 50 lacs of rupees. It is intended to
be a residential training centre for girls where they
will receive free school education upto Matriculation
standard, besides practical training in nursing,
cooking, sewing, and some other arts and crafts which
make a woman a perfect modern citizen. And mind
you, everything is free here including clothing, food
and lodging. It is surely another magnificent deed of

Mr. Shaha. Already there are more than two hundred
girls living in this ideal institute and are being trained
according to its schemes.

This grand institute was opened by H. E. Sir Frederick
Bourne, Governor of East Bengal. on the last 'Bijoya
Day'. Many high-ranking officials of the East Bengal
Govt. including Major General Ayub Khan, Mr. N. M.
Khan, Commissioner, Chittagong Division, Mr. Zakir
Hossain, Inspector General of Police, Mr. Md.
Sulaiman, Chief Engineer, attended the opening
ceremony of BHARATESWARI  HOME.
Bharateswari was Mr. Shaha's great grandmother, and
the institute bears her name.

The magnificence and generosity of Mr. Shaha's heart
is not, however, bounded by material objects only. It
has been carried to devotional matters too. As is
already mentioned it was during the last 'Durga Puja' |
went to Mirzapur. I had occasion to witness the
various functions of this great Hindu festival at Mr.
Shaha's house. He has to his credit another structure, a
temple within the boundary of his house built of costly
stones brought from Chunar. The floor of the temple is
paved with pure marble. All the utensils belonging to
the temple are made of gold and silver. The images are
all decorated with golden ornaments. Mr. Shaha is a
devoted Hindu. In the midst of all these grandeurs it is
particularly interesting to see this devotee sitting in
deep meditation before the Deity in perfect simplicity
of a common rural man. Mr. Shaha has maintained
this simplicity all throughout his life.

Another  thing which
particularly charmed me was
the cloth distribution made by
Mr. Shaha to the poor
villagers on the Bijoya Day.
There was a crowd of no less
than ten thousand people,
both men and women, coming
from far and near, most of
whom sheltered themselves
within the compound of
"BHARATESWARI HOME"
the rest being in hundreds of
boats and all fighting eagerly
to receive their gifts from Mr.
Shaha's hands. Instead of
strong police control the
crowd sometimes  grew
unmanageable. But
notwithstanding all this, I
found Mr. Shaha standing
with the greatest patience in
the midst of this tumultuous

crowd under occasional showers and handing over to
each and any one of the crowd a pair of linen while

two assistants were
continuously supplying him
with the stuff from big bales
of cloths. This cloth
distribution is done every year
on the Bijoya Day. It costs
Mr. Shaha more than twenty
thousand rupees. Besides
giving cloths to the poor Mr.
Shaha also feeds them (the
number of people fed being
innumerable) during all the
four days of the Durga Puja
every year.

So this is Mr. R. P. Shaha.
From all that | have seen of
him and his deeds I can draw
but one conclusion that he is a
great Philanthropist whose
only pleasure in life is
earning millions of money

and spending them for the redress of suffering

humanity. Such a man truly deserves the greetings and
benedictions of his countrymen.
