Ministry of Education of the Govern-
ment of Bangladesh had accorded
approval for setting up of RPSU on 15
September 2013. Subsequently, on 30
June 2014 University Grants Com-
mission (UGC) had accorded permis-
sion to enroll students initially for six
Undergraduate Programmes under
four faculties. Already classes have
commenced. UGC - approved
programmes are the following:

The university had been named “Ranada Prasad
Shaha University” (RPSU) to commemorate the
founder of Kumudini Welfare Trust (KWT), the great
philanthropist Rai Bahadur Ranada Prasad Shaha. R
P Shaha during his lifetime had founded a number
of renowned educational institutions in different
parts of the country. It is hoped that RPSU within a
short time would be able to establish itself as a
centre of excellence in the field of higher studies,
research and development.

The inauguration ceremony commenced with the
laying of floral wreaths on the portrait of R P Shaha
and lighting of candles. On the occasion national
flag of Bangladesh was raised and the national
anthem was sung. Lastly, prayers were offered for
the continued success of the university.

While inaugurating the university the Chairman of
the Board of Trustee of RPSU Mr. Rajiv Prasad Shaha
said that: “It is our belief that shortly RPSU will
transform itself into a premier institution bringing
glory not only to Narayanganj but to Bangladesh as
well. The aim of the university is to deliver educated
quality workforce to the nation”. He also said, “R P
Shaha had a lot of dreams centering Narayanganj.
Unfortunately during the war of liberation in 1971,
he along with his only able son were abducted by
those opposing our independence. They never
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returned. Thus his dreams remained unfulfilled. We
the descendents wish to uphold the dreams of this
great entrepreneur and philanthropist and help turn
those into reality. I believe, the students of RPSU will
materialize the dreams of our founder”.

Members of the Board of Trustee of RPSU Ms Protiva
Mutsuddy and Mrs Srimati Shaha also spoke at the
inaugural ceremony. Both the speakers talked on
the life and works of R P Shaha and the reasons for
naming the university after R P Shaha. They also
spoke on the aim and objective of setting up RPSU.

While addressing the newly enrolled students Prin-
cipal Protiva Mutsuddy said, “R P Shaha was a
unique individual who had given away all his hard
earned wealth for the welfare of the poor and the
distressed. He would not believe in the division
brought in by caste, creed or religion. Service to the
humanity was his main aim in life”.

Director of KWT and member of Board of Trustee of
RPSU, Mrs Srimati Shaha said, “Setting up of the
university was a long cherished dream of KWT and
this has come true with the good wishes and
support from all. Beside studies the students should
build up moral character which would ensure grow-
ing up as a complete human being”.

The Acting Vice Chancellor of RPSU, Prof Dr Amal
Krishna Halder said, “We shall build up RPSU as a
centre for excellence in the field of studies, research
and development of international standard. We
shall provide scope for cultural growth, games and
sport as well as educational tours”.

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A seminar in memory of Durga Prasad Shaha titled
‘Autism and Human Endeavour’ was held at PPM Hall
of Bharateswari Homes at Mirzapur on 27 August
2014.Those who participated in the discussion were:

At the seminar Ms Protiva Mutsuddy and Mrs
Srimati Shaha spoke at length on their personal
experience of having seen Durga Prasad Shaha. The
attendees were deeply moved by their talk. Durga
Prasad Shaha was the eldest of the two sons of R P
Shaha. He had disability but he was not born autis-
tic. He was born in 1938. At six months of age he was
attacked by meningitis and thereby became men-
tally handicapped. In spite of being born in a very
wealthy family and having the best of care, treat-
ment, love and affection he remained handicapped
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Prominent educationist and great exponent of KWT Principal Prativa Mutsuddy in spite of
her serious illness was kind enough to attend as the chief guest at the seminar on Autism.
She is addressing the seminar held at PPM Hall of Bharateswari Homes from her seat.
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till the last day of his life. He passed away at the age
of 47 in 1985 having suffered and being dependent
on others despite loving care of the entire family.
The entire family of Durga Prasad Shaha had to
endure the pain and sorrow of seeing him pass his
life as a mentally retarded individual. Wealth,
medication, love and care all went in vain. The
effect of meningitis was the cause of pain and
suffering for him. In such circumstances the loving
care and affection of his father and mother, dear
brother and sisters, sister-in-law and nephew
could not bring any peace in their mind.

Thousands of patients who got admitted into
Kumudini Hospital as a last hope, set up by his
father went home cured, but unfortunately Durga
Prasad Shaha could not be treated here because of
lack of expertise on meningitis at that time. Even
there was no hospital in the whole of undivided
India where he could get proper treatment. Not
much has developed since then. The same is true
about autistic patients even today.

Having gone through this ordeal, Kumudini family
was deeply moved and had always understood the
pain and sorrow which an autistic patient along
with the family has to suffer. The sufferings of
Durga Prasad Shaha had a profound effect on Mr
Rajiv Prasad Shaha the MD of KWT who had been
always very close to his uncle. This prompted him
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to do something for those suffering from autism.
The seminar in memory of Durga Prasad Shaha
titled “Autism & Human Endeavour” is a step
forward in that direction.

Durga Prasad Shaha died in 1985 while his younger
brother Bhavani Prasad Shaha was abducted along
with his father by the anti liberation forces in 1971.
They never returned. Rendering of services to the
disabled in memory of Duga Prasad Shaha has
always been in the mind of his dear ones specially
his nephew. It is being planned to build up facilities
at Kumudini Hospital to provide services to the
disabled like medical care, education etc. which
shall add a new dimension to the services that
Kumudini already provides.

Mrs Srimati Shaha the sister-in-law of Duga Prasad
Shaha while speaking at the seminar said, “I have
observed closely the sufferings of the mentally and
physically disabled persons. To support these
disabled people Kumudini has chalked out certain
programmes which I am sure can be implemented
with support from all. This will surely make their
life easy and comfortable”.

In spite of serious illness Principal Protiva Mutsuddy
attended the seminar. She said, “This endeavour of
Kumudini in helping the disabled will surely be
successful. It will also lessen the sorrow of losing
Durga Prasad Shaha to some extent at least”.

In memory of Durga Prasad Shaha, Kumudini’s
work on Autism will mainly focus on:

1) Awareness generation
2) Social rehabilitation of autistic children

3) Establishment of ideal institution for
education and training of autistic children

In short, Kumudini would endeavour to see that
autistic children get the best of care and love so
that they can be educated and trained to be self
dependent as far as possible and be able
contribute to the society.

After the inaugural session there was a lunch break
followed by a workshop and exhibition which was
held in the new library. Doctors from Kumudini
Hospital, students and teachers of Bharateswari
Homes, teachers and students of Kumudini Women's
Medical College, teachers of Kumudini Nursing
College, guardians of autistic children and a group of
youngsters from “Creative Works Society” of
Mirzapur participated in the workshop. The
workshop was conducted by Mr Md Jahangir Alam of
CDD. He was assisted by Mr Md Rusel. The subject of
the workshop was to give a clear idea to the
participants on autism and assimilation of autistic
children in the general education process.
