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Three eminent personalities of the country were
conferred Philanthropist Ranada Prasad Shaha
commemorative honour and gold medal -2016. The
programme was organized at the Abdul Karim
Shahitya Bisharod Hall of Bangla Academy at Dhaka
on 14 May 2016. The three recipients were late poet
Begum Sufia Kamal, Professor Abdullah Abu Sayed
and Mr. Shykh Seraj. Advocate Sultana Kamal
received medal on behalf of her mother late poet
Begum Sufia Kamal.
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The programme was arranged in memory
of the sad event of disappearance of the
founder of Kumudini Welfare Trust
(KWT) Philanthropist Ranada Prasad
Shaha and his son Mr Bhavani Prasad
Shaha. Both of them were kidnapped by
the Pakistan Army and their collaborators
on the night of 7 May 1971 during our
liberation war. This year was the 45th
anniversary of their disappearance.

A minute’s
silence was observed in memory of those who
sacrificed their lives for the liberation of the country.
The guests sitting in the dais were received with
flower bouquets. The commemorative speech
followed the welcome address. On conclusion of the
speech the three award winners’ short life sketch and
their contribution in the respective fields were read
out. This was followed by award of the gold medals
and commemorative certificates. The audience
welcome the event with huge applaud. The gold
medals were handed over by Dr Anisuzzaman while
the commemorative certificates were handed over by

Media personality Shykh Seraj said that prize for any
individual is a matter of pride. Prize drives one to go
forward and work hard. In addition to the many prizes
that he had received this prize has given a lot more
honour. He said that the present generation is not
much aware of the contribution of Ranada Prasad
Shaha to the society. Kumudini family since its
inception has always been at the forefront as regard to
building a non- communal society.

Prof Abdullal Abu Syed said that a prize is an
expression of love. He had visited Kumudini Complex
at Mirzapur, delivered speeches at Bharateswari
Homes. He talked of the very simple and humble life
that R P Shaha had lead. He also said that if one could
forget himself the others would always remember him.
This is what had happened with R P Shaha; he forgot
all about himself so the whole Bangladesh remembers
him.

Ms Protiva Mutsuddy the Director of KWT, spoke on
the life and works of R P Shaha as she had seen him
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very closely. She said that R P Shaha lost his mother
at the age of seven only, ran away from his maternal
uncle’s house and started a life of hard struggle. He
became very rich only to give away all that he had. He
was a man who was absolutely non-communal. He
urged all to follow the ideals of R P Shaha.

Dr Anisuzzaman in his concluding speech highlighted
the achievement and philanthropic activities of R P
Shaha. He said R P Shaha from a very humble
background became very rich. Many had achieved like
him but how many could sacrifice as R P Shaha did?
In addition to all his wealth he finally sacrificed his
life for the country. He said we owe a lot to this great
man. If we can only spread his principles in the
society we may be able to repay only a part of his
contribution. He congratulated the recipients of the
award, audiences and journalists concluded the

programme.

The whole programme was presented by teacher of
Bharateswari Homes Ms Hena Sultana. A special
souvenir brought out by KWT was distributed among
all the guests. ®

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Revisit of sorrowful 7 May
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Mr. Rajiv Prasad Shaha, MD of KWT, delivering speech of reminiscence in the remembrance meeting.
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The villagers of Mirzapur sorrowfully remember the
month of May. Everybody despises the Pakistani
authorities and their local collaborators for their
brutality committed on 7 May 1971. That day they
attacked the peaceful villagers of Mirzapur. They killed
more than 100 people and carried out arson, loot, rape
and all sorts of crime. They even abducted philanthropist
Ranada Prasad Shaha and his son Bhavani Prasad Shaha
from their Narayanganj residence. Till today both remain
untraced.

This sorrowful day is remembered at Mirzapur through
different programmes. On this occasion a rememberence
meeting was held at the “Ananda Niketan” of Mirzapur
Complex. Managing Director of KWT Mr Rajiv Prasad
Shaha and Director KWT Ms Protiva Mutsuddy carried
out reminiscence of that fateful day in 1971. The
programme ended with prayer song performed by the
students of Kumudini Nursing School & College. This was
preceded by reading out excerpts from the four holy books
for the salvation of the departed souls of the shaheeds. The
programme was attended by students, teachers, officers
and employees present in the Kumudini Complex.

In addition feeding of the destitute was carried out at the
ancestral home of R P Shaha. Kumudini women’s
Medical College & Hospital arranged blood donation
programme. The villagers of Mirzapur arranged
remembrance meeting and a three day long religious

My dear students,

Looking at all of you I can see that Bangladesh has a very
bright future. Each of you will one day go forth into the
outside world. The training and education that you are
receiving here will equip you to become proud and
productive citizens of your motherland. You will be the
makers of a new Bangladesh. To everybody you are the
representatives of the youth who aspire to see a beautiful
future. Our greetings to you, the youth of Bangladesh. In
the last speech of my visit to this wonderful country, I am
quoting a few verses from a poem by Gurudeb
Rabindranath:
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Where the mind is without fear and the head is held high
Where knowledge is free

Where the world has not been broken up into fragments
By narrow domestic walls...............

Bangladesh has taken rapid strides in the field of education
and women’s empowerment. A growing number of girls are
now attending school. I congratulate the Government of
Bangladesh for taking far reaching initiatives in the field
of education such as compulsory primary education, free
education for girls up to class ten, stipends for female
students and distribution of free text books.

Women’s education is an essential pre-requisite for
building a healthy and safe society. This however cannot be
done by governments alone, and I am therefore glad that the
Kumudini Trust has joined the national effort to impart
quality education to girls in Bangladesh.

1 take this opportunity to remember, with profound respect,
Shri Ranada Prasad Shaha, one of the greatest
philanthropists of this country.

One of Shri Ranada Prasad’s priorities was to
establish a hospital for the poor so that they, especially
women, could receive free treatment.

The Kumudini hospital
and medical college have been carrying out charitable work
for the most needy and destitute.

As a small token of support of the Government of India for
your efforts, I am happy to announce that we will fund the
upgradation of the sewerage system of your Complex
which, I understand, has been a long pending need. In
addition, we will also fund the construction of an
advanced waste water treatment plant system. I am happy to
be informed that the project will significantly change the
landscape of the Complex and that the land saved from the
installation of the waste water treatment system will be
gainfully used for agriculture and other productive
purposes. I recall that some of you had met me as part of a
Youth Delegation that visited Delhi last year.

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KWT-CDD Joint Workshop
on Disability Programme

programme held at Kumudini Hospirtal.
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A joint workshop between Kumudini Welfare Trust
(KWT) and Centre for Disability in Development (CDD)
was arranged on 20 August 2016 at Mirzapur to assess
the programme of 2015 and take up programmes for
2016 in the field of Disability and Integrated
Development.

The workshop held in the conference room of Kumudini
Hospital was inaugurated by Prof Dr M A Jalil the
Academic Adviser of Kumudini Women’s Medical
College (KWMC). Those present on the occasion were
Principal KWMC Prof Dr M A Halim, Director
Dr Dulal Chandra Podder,
Superintendent Dr Prodip Kumar Roy, Principal and
Vice Principal of Bharateswari Homes, Matron
Kumudini Hospital and Vice Principal Nursing College.

The workshop stressed upon the inclusion of the disabled
in the mainstream. With that end in view the following
decisions were taken: increase of awareness on
disability, respect to the individual, increase of active
participation by all, identification of discrimination
based on situation, ensuring access, setting aim for
sustainable changes.

To delegate
responsibilities to specific officers for implementation of
integrated programme. The workshop was conducted by
the Thematic Expert Mr Md Jahangir Alam and MD
Rashadul Azam Rasel of CDD.

At the workshop a student of KWMC named Mukta
Sarkar who is physically challenged described her
situation. As a young child she contracted polio and her
two legs became disabled. Through sheer determination
and support from her parents she had been able to
continue her education and today she is a proud student
of KWMC.

Shipon Akhtar who works at Kumudini Hospital is also
physically challenged. Her job has provided her with self
respect as well as financial solvency.

Dr Dulal Chandra Podder highlighted the achievement of
the programme in 2015. He talked of the development in
the field of physical infrastructure, creation of
employment opportunity for the disabled, the raising of
awareness through seminar and symposium. He also
informed of the commitment of KWT in safeguarding

the rights of the disabled.

The delegation from International Crimes Tribunal (Bangladesh) discussing
with the members of the Kumudini family, local freedom fighters and witnesses
on the atrocities committed by the Pakistan Army in the village of Mirzapur and
adjacent area and abduction of R P Shaha and his son in 1971.
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A delegation from International Crimes Tribunal
(Bangladesh) visited Kumudini Complex at Mirzapur on
28 July 2016 to discuss the issue of abduction of
philanthropist Ranada Prasad Shaha and his son Bhavani
Prasad Shaha during our war of liberation in 1971. The
delegation comprised coordinator Mohammad Abdul
Hannan, co-coordinator M Sanaul Haque, investigator
Md Ataur Rahman and Rupal Das. The following were
present during the discussion: MD KWT Mr Rajiv
Prasad Shaha, Directors of KWT Mrs Srimati Shaha and
Ms Protiva Mutsuddy, Director Kumudini Hospital Dr
Dulal Chandra Podder, Mirzapur Upazila Freedom
Fighter commander Durlav Biswas, OC of Mirzapur
Thana Md Moin Uddin. The delegation met the families
of those killed by the Pakistan Army in the villages of
Pustukamri, Mirzapur, Andhara, Sarishadair, Mirzapur
Shahapara and Bhaimhati.

It may be mentioned that the Pakistan Army and their
local collaborators abducted R P Shaha and his son
Bhavani Prasad Shaha on the night of 7 May 1971 from
their residence in Narayanganj. Since they have not
returned till date, it is presumed that they have been
killed. On the same day the Pakistan Army attacked the
village of Mirzapur and adjacent area and killed more
than 100 men, women and children. The investigating
officer of the tribunal informed that they recorded
evidence provided by the witnesses and the family
members of those killed. ®

Since 1998 this couple used to visit Kumudini Hospital
at least once every year to provide free services to the
poor.

Kumudini Hospital came into being mainly for the
services to women in providing easy and safe delivery of
infants. Fistula is a curse affecting the women during
child birth. This is caused due to mismanagement during
child birth. This causes body waste to discharge from the
birth canal. This causes an extreme painful condition for
those suffering. This has caused many a women to be
abandoned by their husbands and they become isolated
from the society. These patients have to pass rest of their
lives in subhuman condition. Curing a patient suffering
from fistula is like giving her a new lease of life.

Since 2005 USAID and Engender Health, Bangladesh
have been providing financial support in treating fistula
patients at Kumudini Hospital. It is still continuing.

The fistula patients are operated upon at Kumudini
Hospital followed by rehabilitation. At the same time
programmes are also run for prevention of fistula.

For a patient right from admission into the hospital
followed by operation and recuperation takes more than
a month. The hospital authorities bear the entire cost
which includes transportation to and from the patients
home, cost of operation, food etc. For the convenience of
communication the hospital provides every patient with a
mobile phone. An organized team looks after the entire
treatment process of the fistula patients.

A total of 492 fistula patients have been operated upon
between July 2005 and August 2016. Our success rate is
78%. This rate of success is on a par with international
standards. This has earned good name for Kumudini at
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home and abroad. We all are very happy and proud of
this achievement.

We presently have four fistula surgeons at Kumudini. At
times specialist surgeons from abroad also visit
Kumudini to provide additional support. Director
Kumudini Hospital Dr Dulal Chandra Podder is also
functioning as the chief of the Fistula Care Project.
Mostly Dr Podder and Dr Bilquis Begum Chowdhury
carries out fistula operation.

Along with the treatment of fistula, Advocacy
programme is also run here. To create awareness at the
grass root level meetings are held in presence of women
from different localities. Leaflets, posters etc are also
handed over to the participants of the meeting.

We wish to transform every fistula cured patient into a
“Fistula Eradication Worker”. Therefore, we have started
Cured Fistula Advocacy (CFA) training programme. So
far a total of 55 patients who got treated at Kumudini
Hospital have been trained on CFA programme. They are
now engaged in locating and collecting fistula patients
from their localities and beyond for treatment. This is
how we dream of freeing Bangladesh from the curse of
fistula.

Kumudini Hospital has taken a bold step in making a
fistula-free Bangladesh. We firmly believe that we shall
be successful. Days are not far when entire Bangladesh
and may be the whole world will be free of this curse. ®
