The United Nations Organization on Education, Science
and Culture (UNESCO) have recognized the speech of
Bangabandhu on 7% March as a world heritage. This
recognition was disclosed at the Paris Headquarters of
UNESCO on 30 October 2017 by its Director General
Irina Bokova.

This speech of Bangabandu has been incorporated in the
Memory of the World International Register which is a
matter of pride for us. The speech has inspired the
Bengali nation in its fight for independence and shall
keep on inspiring generation after generation.

On the occasion of having got recognition of the speech
people all over the country brought celebratory
processions. At Bangladesh missions abroad celebratory
processions were brought out and cultural programmes
were also arranged. As part of this event the students and
teacher of Bharateswari Homes enthusiastically took part
in the celebratory procession organized by the Mirzapur
Upazila administration.

This recognition by UNESCO has enabled the world
population to learn of Bangabandhu’s unparallel political
foresight.

Construction of Girls' Hostel
Complex for Kumudini Women's
Medical College (KWMC)

Foundation Stone laying ceremony of 2nd and 3rd six
storied hostel buildings for Kumudini Women's
Medical College (KWMC) was laid on 31 December
2018 by Ms Protiva Mutsuddy, Director Kumudini
Welfare Trust. Among others the ceremony was also
attended by Director Kumudini Hospital and Principal
KWMC. The two new buildings are part of the
planned six hostel buildings which are being
constructed in the second phase. When completed the
two buildings will accommodate 2 X 240 = 480
students.

Earlier in the first phase a single six storied building of
similar size has been completed in 2017 which
accommodates 240 students. All the 12 rooms on the
top floor of this building have air conditioning and
domestic refrigerator facilities. From now onwards all
hostel buildings will have modern facilities like air
conditioning, provision of domestic refrigerators,
washing machines, microwave ovens etc.

On completion of construction of all the six hostel
buildings and in the subsequent phases it is planned to
build the College Administrative Building followed by
the construction of Auditorium having a floor space of
18,000 square feet. The total project will be completed
in two years and shall accommodate 1500 students
plus intern doctors. The hostel complex is located on 5
acres of land. It is estimated that an amount of more
than Taka Eighty five crore will be required for this
project. @

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Naturalist Dwijen Sharma passed away at the age of 88

From 1974
to 1992 he worked ay translator for Progati Publishers,
On return home he worked at Bangladesh Asiatic
