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Agreement Signed Between SEIP
and KWT for Conduct of
Specialized Nursing and

Caregiving Programmes

Starting as a joint programme between the Economic Division
of the Finance Ministry of the Government of Bangladesh and
Asian Development Bank (ADB), the SEIP (Skills for
Employment Investment Programme) is a project targeted at
providing skills to young professional and students which will
enhance their employability. An agreement was signed between
SEIP and Kumudini Welfare Trust (KWT) on 28 October, 2021
at the Eskaton Garden Office of SEIP. Under the agreement
(targeted at improving and enhancing skills in the healthcare
sector) SEIP agreed to provide funding for 6 specialized
Nursing programmes which will provide a 1-year training to
170 nurses and caregiver training to a further 160 candidates.
The 6 specialized Nursing programmes are:

1. Diploma in Pediatric Nursing

2. Diploma in Critical Care Nursing
3. Diploma in Trauma Nursing

4.

5. Diploma in Oncology Nursing

The cost of training will be borne entirely by the Government
of Bangladesh (GOB). The funding will be provided by ADB
as a loan to GOB. Candidates for the specialized Nursing
courses must be BSc in nursing or diploma-in-nursing holders,
registered with Bangladesh Nursing and Midwifery Council
(BNMC) and within the ages of 18-45. Candidates who have
disabilities, are from disadvantaged groups, tribes, or
communities and are women will get preferences. In the
